To minimize the reflection of the display, protect your eyes and ensure the premium quality, don't
install your LCD display near windows or where there is backlight. Keep the display at least 30 cm
away from your eyes.

The upper edge of the display should be a little higher than your sight.

Adjust the front and back angles of the display based on your visual angle so that you can view
the display comfortably.
