This file contains last-minute product information for DVD-to-Go.





Installation





IMPORTANT:  These instructions are for installing the DVD-to-Go MCI drivers on:


    *  Windows 95 [4.00.950 B] or [4.00.950 C] - OSR2 (Plug-and-Play support).


    *  VPM 1.10 or VPM 1.05.


    *  PCMCIA 5.0 Card and Socket Services.


    *  Zoomed Video (ZV) support.





Steps:


1.	Insert the DVD-to-Go card into the Zoom Video Enabled slot.  The ZV socket is typically the bottom socket in most notebooks except for Dell Lattitude, Hitachi, and FIC.  Windows will prompt for the location of the file 'MARGIPNP.VXD'.  Point to the drive letter of the installation CD-ROM disc (D:\, E:\ , etc.) and click OK.  The drivers will be automatically installed.


2.	While the DVD-to-Go Driver CD-ROM is still in the drive, run D:\SETUP.EXE (where D is the drive letter of the installation CD-ROM disc).  This step may take place automatically on some systems.


3.	Follow the on-screen instructions.


 


Steps to UNINSTALL the DVD-to-Go Driver:


1.	Uninstall DVD-to-Go from the Add/Remove option in the control panel.


2a.	Delete the following key (with all its branches) from the registry:  HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\Margi_Systems.


2b.	Delete the following key from the registry: HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Enum\PCMICIA\MARGI_SYSTEMS_DVD_DECODER


3.	Delete the "MARGI Systems, Inc.DVDTOGO.INF" file from Windows\Inf\Other directory.  This directory will not be shown unless Show All files option is on.


4.	Delete the following two lines from the [mci] section in SYSTEM.INI:


                 MPEGVideo=C:\MARGI\DVDtoGo\mcimiser.dll


                 mdvd=C:\MARGI\DVDtoGo\mcimiser.dll


5.	Remove the DVD-to-Go card and reboot.


	





Troubleshooting & Hints


*	Some items in the Setup Applet are not accessible if the movie is playing. Stop the movie and all options in the applet become available.





* 	If you see green and magenta blocks instead of the expected video, the DVD-to-Go card is:


	- Not inserted in a ZV-slot (ZV slot is typically the lower PCMCIA bay), or


	- Old VGA/VPM drivers are installed (contact you notebook manufacturer for an updated VPM).





* 	Play DVD after playing VCD file or vise versa ONLY IF you restart the navigator (e.g. DVD and VCD).  Some VGA/VPM systems are not capable of switching properly between the two.





*	If you see the following message:  "Unable to initialize VPM provider..." you must install the VPM driver provided by the notebook or VGA manufacturer.  Please contact them for a copy.  DVD-to-Go requires that this driver be installed for video playback.





* 	The TV Out is disabled by default to conserve power.  When a TV is hooked up and no picture is displayed the following needs to be done: (When not in use and are running on batteries disable this option.)


 Click on the Setup icon.


 Select the Driver tab.


 Select "Video Control" from the drop down list.


 Select Composite.





*	Some files on some DVD titles will not be 'visible' in Windows 98 due to its 'faulty' UDF.  To disable Windows 98's UDF file system please perform the steps below.  Please remember that you are doing this AT YOUR OWN RISK.  Please consult your Win98 documentation as necessary.





1.  Run MSCONFIG


2.  Select Advanced...


3.  Check 'Disable UDF file system'


4.  Click OK and restart the machine.





* 	This section describes the Audio Control options and settings: (AC3 / DOLBY / MPEG / AUDIO)


 Mix Mode -- Conventional Stereo:  If your audio amplifier is not equipped to handle Dolby Prologic then DVD-to-Go will convert surround sound to stereo.


 Mix Mode -- Dolby Prologic:  If your audio amplifier is equipped to handle Dolby Prologic then DVD-to-Go will convert surround sound to the Dolby Prologic format.


 SP DIF Output -- Linear:  If your audio amplifier is not equipped to handle Dolby Digital/MPEG or is not equipped with a Dolby/MPEG audio decoder then DVD-to-Go will send decoded Dolby Digital/MPEG audio on the SP DIFF connector. With this setting you will not get a full surround sound effect.


 SP DIF Output -- Dolby:  If your audio amplifier is equipped to handle only Dolby Digital and not MPEG audio then DVD-to-Go will send raw digital data (encoded Dolby Digital) on the SP DIFF connector.  With this setting you will get a full Surround Sound effect (for Dolby Digital only).


 SP DIF Output -- MPEG:  If your audio amplifier is equipped to handle only MPEG and not Dolby Digital then DVD-to-Go will send raw digital data (encoded MPEG) on the SP DIFF connector.  With this setting you will get a full Surround Sound effect (for MPEG only).


 SP DIF Output -- Dolby & MPEG:  If your audio amplifier is equipped to handle both MPEG and Dolby Digital then DVD-to-Go will send raw digital data (encoded Dolby/MPEG) on the SP DIFF connector.  With this setting you will get a full Surround Sound effect (for Dolby and MPEG).











New Features


v2.11


1.	Added new MCI commands to control TV out (ie. 'setvideo source to' svideo/composite/disable).


2.	Advanced DMA support to speed up DVD drive access.


3.	A new utility is now included with this driver: NOSYSOFT.EXE.  If you have an IBM notebook AND the OS is Windows 95 AND the DVD-to-Go card is NOT recognized, THEN run the NOSYSOFT utility found on the supplied driver disk.  This utility will make the necessary modifications to disable any monopoly on the system's PlugAndPlay so that the DVD-to-Go card is recognized.


4.	Added support for the C&T69000 VGA chipset.


5.	The DVDPlayer will no longer close when the user hits the ESC key.


6.	Added a red-slash over the DVDPlay audio sys-tray button when audio is muted.


7.	“NO DISC” will now be shown in the LCD instead of displaying the dialog when no DVD-ROM is in the drive.

1.	Fixed the audio volume slider wrap-around problem.


2.	Fixed the time search problem related to the non-existance of GOP markers in some MPEG1 clips.


3.	Added support for the CirrusLogic 6722 controller.  Support for CL6722 is enabled only when the key MargiPNP\ForceCL6722 is set to 1.  Use this key ONLY if your controller is a CL6722 (ISA).


4.	Deployed a workaround for the issue on some notebooks where the drive is not recognized after-bootup (Win98).


5.	Fixed the switching from a Letter Box DVD title to a VCD.

1.	96KHz/25bits audio streams (Danube Story) no longer cause a saturation problem.


2.	MPEG 1 single channel clips no longer cause a screech in the right channel.


3.	Video Control is now the default first entry in the drop-down list (mcidriver).


4.	GPF situation remedied:  If the card is not inserted when the player is launched and the player is closed before inserting the card.


5.	Added support in Advanced Options to disable screen saver from the navigator.  When checked, this option will deny the screen saver from activating while a title is playing.


6.	Added support to allow the video window to be 'always on top'.


7.	The uninstall program will now perform a comprehensive cleanup of the DVD-to-Go driver.


8.	Dragon's Lair title will now play on a variety of platforms.


9.	Support for Half D1 DVD discs.


10.	Fixed the problem of hardware setting getting over-written with zero if the card is not inserted and the driver is closed.


11.	Fixed Trident 9397 blue line in the video (right side).


12.	Fixed 9388 VPM Memory Error recovery.


13.	Fixed ATI Video CD bouncing.


14.	Resolved compatibility issues when the DVD-to-Go and another card are inserted at boot time.


15.	Added De-Interlace option to the Video Setup dialog box.


16.	Added support for the NeoMagic NMG5 Bob de-interlace.


17.	Added support for the latest Trident VPM (9397 & 9388).


18.	MediaPlayer DVD-to-Go devices are now more descriptive.


19.	MediaPlayer will not complain about the absence of the DVD-to-Go card.


20.	The Region Lock message will now give more information on the title (disc) and the system (DVD-to-Go card region setting).

1.	The latest Trident driver (VPM0016) is now supported.  Earlier Trident VPM will not work properly.  If you have a Trident VGA contact Trident to get the latest VPM driver.


2.	Support for playing DVD titles with multiple volumes.  Some titles have multiple discs where the volume signature is the same.  Versions prior to this would not play the second disc until the Navigator is closed and relaunched.  This version will thoroughly check the disc volume and content.


3.	support for Karaoke mode control in audio list. For each audio stream you can select novocal or vocal.


4.	When run in Japanese Win95 DVD-to-Go will run in a Japanese mode including on line help.


5.	Support for elementry Audio Dolby AC3 and MPEG.


6.	Support for the Interactual DVDplayer interface.


7.	MCI driver will now play Dragon's Lair title.


8.	The subpicture list in navigator did not display Hebrew. This problem is caused by the fact that there are two language codes for the Hebrew language.  This version accounts for this problem.

1.	For MCI title playback the driver now uses WM_USER instead of WM_COMMAND in the timer to post a message for reading.


2.	Support for a variety of MPEG clips is now implemented (Elementary , etc.)


3.	Support for Region 2 PAL letter box titles.  Some of these titles were displayed with the lower 10% of the video not shown.

1.	Fixed PAL menu problem.  Some Region 2 PAL titles has no video End Of Sequence code (EOS) which caused the navigator to show the menu and continue causing the menu to "disappear".

1.	Rearranged the Setup dialog box inside the Navigator.


2.	Better support for PAL titles on S3, C&T and Neomagic VGA chipsets.


3.	Notebooks equipped with the S3 VGA chipset will now work properly in 16bit modes.


4.	The Navigator will not search through A: and B: when looking for the DVD drive.  This caused problems on some notebooks that did not have a floppy drive during this operation.


5.	Corrected th capture frame on S3 which produced a picture with swapped YUV.

1.	Enhanced CSS support for some ATAPI drivers.


2.	More robust navigation menus.


3.	New Advanced Tab option in the Setup dialog box with the following options:


	- Deny a Suspend/Resume system request:  This is needed for systems that have problems when suspending while a DVD title is playing.


	- Deny a DVD drive hardware eject:  Some DVD drive will cause a system crash if you eject a disc while the drive is being accessed (while the title is playing), this option will 'lock' the drive so that the disc cannot be ejected while it is playing.  The disc can still be ejected at any time using the Eject button.

1. 	Turn off the screen-saver if you are going to play a long title.

1.   Torisan (Sanyo) DVD drives seem to have a problem reading from some areas on the disk and return OK with an invalid Disk Key structure.  MKE DVD drives seem to 'pause' every once in a while.

1. 	Will not play MPEG2 after playing MPEG1 file or vise versa in the same instance (e.g. DVD and VCD)


2. 	Will GPF if the setup dialog is left open and the application is closed.

v1.22


1. 	Will not play VCD 2.0 titles.


2. 	Will not play Golden Eye (Problems have been reported with other titles as well.)


3. 	After a hot plug-and-play the sub-titles' color is wrong and screen aspect ratio is off.


4. 	When the navigator is closed while a portion of it is off the screen, then when loaded again the size of the navigator is wrong.


5. 	Suspend/Resume will cause a navigator error but the navigator will play the title after acknowledging the message and clicking on the play button.  More work is being done.


6. 	Will not play MPEG2 after playing MPEG1 file or vise versa in the same instance (e.g. DVD and VCD)


9. 	No Karaoke support.


10. 	Keyboard control on DVD menu selection does not work until you minimize the window and restore it back.


11. 	Will GPF if the setup dialog is left open and the application is closed.
